internet and phone charges, laundry, additional meals, etc.), personal
purchases (e.g., souvenirs, religious items, books, food, medicine, etc.),
public restroom costs, and other personal expenses.

Roles and Responsibilities of Priest
leaders

A Catholic priest is an integral part of this sacred pilgrimage and is treated with reverence
and respect on every pilgrimage. You can choose to be highly involved or hands-off in
the planning process, but your participation and encouragement is critical in the recruiting
process.

Costs and Expenses

Together with you, we agree on a number of free of charge passengers including the airfare.
Usually, we offer 2 full free in single room for the priest and his assistant. Stipend for the
Church/Priest.

Mass Credentials and Vestments

Pilgrims look forward to celebrating Mass with you each day during their pilgrimage. As such,
all priests and deacons who plan to celebrate, concelebrate, or serve at Mass are required to
send a copy of their Celebret or Letter of Suitability to L. P. Pilgrimages to keep on file. They
must also keep a copy with them while on pilgrimage. It is rarely required at Mass sites but,
when it is, the priests and deacons must be ready to present it. Most holy sites and churches
have an onsite sacristan and provide all that is necessary for the celebration of the Mass.
However, we ask that you bring your own stole. (You must bring your own alb to Medjugorje.)
You may want to bring a small Mass Kit if you wish to celebrate Mass at the airport.
